The screen will
light up and the blue state indicator will start blinking, indicating that the recorder is in
the pairing mode.
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NOTE: If the recorder is turned, is not connected to any device and idles for 10
minutes, it will turn off automatically to save the battery. To turn it back on, set the Power
switch to the Off position and return it back to the On position.



4. In the APP, tap the Connect button, give all the required permissions to the APP and
select the L813 model by tapping Connect the device.

If there are
already some files in the recorder, they will be displayed on this screen as well.

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TRANSCRIPTION/SUMMARIZING TIME

After you activate your account and connect the new recorder, by default, you get 400
minutes/month of free transcription and summarizing time.

However, within the first year of use, the TURONIC customers are entitled to additional
400 minutes/month, making 800 minutes/month in total. To claim these additional 400
minutes/month, contact the Support Team via support@turonic.com providing your
order number, account email address and the serial number of the recorder.

In case the provided free 800 minutes/month are still not enough for you, you can
always purchase additional minutes via the app. To see the available packages, from
the Me section, tap the Remaining transcription time option and select the required
package to purchase.

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CHARGING

You can check the current battery level of the recorder by looking at the battery level
indicator on the recorder’s screen.

Once the battery is running low, the state indicator will start blinking red every 5 seconds.

To charge the recorder, connect the USB Type-C side of the supplied cable into the charging
port on the left side of the recorder and another side (either directly or using the supplied
USB Type-A to USB Type-C adapter) into the power source. You will see the red state
indicator blinking quickly on the front panel of the recorder. Once the recorder is charged, the
red state indicator will become steady. It takes up to 3 hours to charge the recorder.

Be sure to use a 5 V DC, 0.5-2 A adapter or charger. Using a power source with lower
power will increase the overall charging time.

Unplug the L813 recorder from the charging cable and the cable from the power source
when not in use.

If left unused, a fully charged battery will lose its charge over time. We recommend charging
TURONIC L813 fully at least twice a month to maintain sufficient battery life.

NOTE: If you are using a laptop or any other source device to charge the recorder, once you
connect the recorder to the device, you will see the File Transfer and Charge Only options on
the recorder screen. Select the Charge Only option (should be highlighted in red) by clicking
the REC button once and wait for 5 seconds for the selected option to be confirmed.
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TRANSFER RECORDINGS TO PC

To transfer recordings to PC, connect the USB Type-C side of the supplied cable into the
charging port on the left side of the recorder and another side (either directly or using the
supplied USB Type-A to USB Type-C adapter) into the computer.

Once you connect the recorder to the computer, you will see the File Transfer and Charge
Only options on the recorder screen. Stay on the File Transfer option (should be
highlighted in red) and wait for 5 seconds for the selected option to be confimed.

SAFETY RULES

- Don't disassemble or modify the recorder for any reason. Doing this may cause it to
malfunction or explode. The damage to your recorder can void the manufacturer's
warranty.

- Make sure TURONIC L8183 is completely dry before charging. Charging a wet recorder
may cause serious damage.

- Clean only with a dry cloth.

- Avoid exposing TURONIC L813 to extreme temperatures (below 37°F / 3°C or above
112°F / 45°C). Extreme temperatures can cause deformation of L813 components,
and reduce the battery life and the lifespan of the recorder.
